3. Supplemental Information Sheet (Leadership, Extra-curricular Activities, Community Involvement – 2 pages max). 
4. Your typed Saint essay (up to 1,500 Words). 
5. Other Supporting Documentation 

a. Academic Performance (Transcripts):  Include certified (they may be unofficial, as long as they are verified by a 
school official) copies of your current academic transcripts. (If in college, include a copy of your college 
transcripts; if in high-school, include a copy of your high-school transcripts).  

b. Leadership, Extra-curricular Activities, and Community Involvement: You may include letters from 
organizations and certificates or awards (above the 2-page limit) of your leadership, extracurricular activities, 
and community involvement stated in your application.  NOTE:  Scholarship Awards may be weighted for 
activities directly supporting St. Michael Catholic Community Activities.
